Students with previous experience may receive the following
additional qualifications/experience:

Padi IDC* (inc exam).
A week in the Similan island (Andaman coast) on a
liveaboard boat with our instructors.

Students that undertake Divemaster training before
leaving the forces can return upon discharge to complete
IDC .

Students are usually accommodated in our detached
bungalows**; we have oxygen in our accommodation & 2x
hyperbaric life support technicians live on site so it’'s arguably
the safest place on the island for a trainee diver! We include a
years insurance for anyone staying 21 days or longer using our
facilities, along with 12 months membership of the Royal
British Legion for anyone leaving HM forces (we helped raise
£350.00 for their poppy appeal last year).

** A self drive Jeep is available throughout (at no extra cost).
You’'ll be collected by minibus on dive days.
